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For those who wish to stay at a school dormitory, MCA offers fully equipped dormitories for them
to start their lives in Tokyo immediately. Those buildings are conveniently located in the suburbs
of Shinjuku and the rent is reasonable. To rent an apartment/room in Japan, a landlord usually
requires a Japanese resident as a guarantor. The school will be a guarantor to support students
with a good attendance.

The rent in Tokyo is very expensive in line with boosting land price and general inflation.

Generally speaking, anyone who wants to rent is expected to pay three to four months' rent at
first, including a deposit, an agent fee and one month advance rent.

MCA offers scholarships for outstanding students who are a good example to other
students in grades and learning attitudes every 3 months. Every year, about 20 students
are given 30 thousand yen a month, 180 thousand yen for half year.

MCA students are required to have National Health Insurance Policy to prepare for accident
or illness. National Health Insurance is sponsored by the government, and run by the local
municipalities. With the insurance, 70 % of medical cost is paid by the government and a
student will pay only 30 %.

Medical fee in Japan is expensive. If you are not covered by the insurance, it will cost more
than ten thousand yen for one visit to a hospital for catching a cold, for instance. Insurance
premium for one year is about 16,000 yen for Tokyo 23 wards residents.
